In an interview with the chairman of the board, Ming
Li, we asked how they hope to affect the community
with this parade, and he spoke about Cultural
integration, talking about how our participation in
this parade demonstrates our willingness to engage
and integrate with American culture and traditions
and how it sends a positive message to the broader
community about the Chinese American
community's commitment to being active
participants in American society. He went into detail
about increased visibility, noting that the presence
of the Chinese School at the parade increases the
visibility of the Chinese American community, and it
showcases the Chinese American’s presence and
contributions to the local community. We asked
what the changes of the parade had over the years,
to which they replied that there has been a growing
emphasis on inclusivity and diversity in the 4th of
July parades. Communities have made efforts to
ensure that the parade reflects the multicultural
fabric of society. This includes actively involving
various ethnic, cultural, and religious groups, such
as the participation of a Chinese school or other
community organizations representing different
backgrounds.

In an interview with Jin Tang, President of the PTA
and organizer of the parade, she talked about how
she and others contributed their time, effort and
resources to make this parade a smooth, well
organized success, such as the waist drum team
training for 3 months or Mrs.Tian volunteering to
lead the gipao team for the first time. She also
mentioned her hope that more parents and kids
would join the parade team and bring more
innovative ideas to the table so they can show
something new every year. She believes that the
most exciting part of organizing this parade is
impressing the audience with this exhibit of Chinese
culture and hopes that more people will know about
Howard County Chinese School through our
participation in community activities.
